A person/entity that is suspended / debarred by a procuring entity shall not be allowed to

4. GROUNDS FOR SUSPENSION AND DEBARMENT
4.1. Submission of eligibility requirements containing false information or falsified documents.
4.2. Submission of Bids that contain false information or falsified documents, or the
concealment of such information in the Bids in order to influence the outcome of eligibility
screening or any other stage of the bidding process.

i. Non deployment of competent technical personnel, competent engineers and or work
supervisors;
ii. Non deployment of committed equipment, facilities, support staff and manpower; and
iii. Defective design resulting in substantial corrective works in design and/or construction;
iv. Failure to deliver critical outputs due to consultant's fault or negligence; and
v. Specifuing materials which are inappropriate and substandard or way above acceptable
standards leading to high procurement cost.
vi. Allowing defective workmanship or works by the contractor being supervised by the
consultant.
4.15. For the procurement ofgoods, unsatisfactory progress in the delivery ofthe goods by the
manufacturer, supplier or distributor arising from his fault or negligence and/or unsatisfactory
or inferior quality ofgoods, vis a vis as laid down in the contract.
4.16. Willful or deliberate abandonment or non-performance of the project or contract by the
contractor resulting to substantial breach thereof without lawful and/or just cause.
